Ideology trough Jane Austen’s Pride and ,R;ejudice

As one of the classical literature that
gains outstanding respond from literary lov-
ers, Jane Austen’s Pride and Prejudice is rewrit-
ten for more than decades. It is actually first
published in 1813, but we can still find con-

temporary works that are inspired from it. It

was in 2013 when Jo Baker’s Longbourn was
published and anticipated by Jane Austen lov-
ers, as well as PD James’s Death Comes to Pem-
berley. Most of the writers who rewrite Jane
Austen’s Pride and Prejudice are female; they
not only present the story in new form but al-
so transform their own feminist idea trough
writing. The aim of the research is to describe
how Jane Austen’s Pride and Prejudice is re-
written by contemporary authors who bring
out new ideas and story to the current reader.

This research is related to my previous
master degree thesis entitle Repertoire In Pd.
James's Death Comes To Pemberley: An Applica-
tion Of Wolfgang Iser's Aesthetic Respond. On
my previous research, I described how PD
James recreates the story based on her person-

al repertoire regarding the socio-cultural and

thor, some of the male authors also share the
same interest. They do not only come from na-
tive English speaker, but also from other coun-
tries that are not familiar with British socio-
cultural background. It was Prima Santika, an
Indonesian author who is inspired by Jane
Austen’s Pride and Prejudice that makes him
create his own writing entitle Three Wedding
and Jane Austen. But since there purpose of the
research is to describe the change of feminist
perspective trough rewriting Pride and Preju-
dice, those authors who share the same interest
need to be selected based on specific criteria.
In conducting the research, I will collect sever-
al works that are inspired by Jane Austen’s
Pride and Prejudice.

£ Hans Robert Jauss's Seven Theses and
Elaine Showalter’s Gynocriticism will be used
as the main theory in analyzing those literary
works. Hans Robert Jauss theory will describe
the relationship between Pride and Prejudice
and its reception. The theory will focus on
how contemporary authors recreate the story
based on their personal interpretation. As it is
quoted in his book Toward an Aesthetic of Re-
ception “New text evokes for the reader
(listener) the horizon of expectation and rules
familiar from the earlier text, which are then
varied, corrected, altered, or even just repro-
duced”. He believes that literary text is never
original; it must be influenced by any other
literary works that are previously written by
other author. '

Elaine Showalter's Gynocriticim is also
used as the main theory in analyzing the liter-
ary works, but it has different focus than Hans
Robert Jauss theory. Gynocritism believes that
women write their own personal ideas regard-
ing women experience and feminist ideology
trough literary work. Even though both Jauss
and Showalter’s theory have different focus,
but they will support the purpose of to this
research; to describe the change of feminist
perspective trough literary work especially for
those who rewrite Jane Austen’s Pride and
Prejudice.

After describing how the contemporary
authors rewrite new story based on Pride and
Prejudice and present feminist ideology trough
writing, we will understand which aspects of

A. Introduction

Deakin University in Melbourne, Australia,
has set up two Higher Degree by Research (HDR)
pre-departure centers in Indonesia, one at Universi-
tas Hasnuddin with the Consortium of Eastern In-
donesia State Universities (CEISU) and another at
Universitas Andalas. The main aim of the centers is
to deliver a program that provides pre-departure
training for staff members of Indonesian universi-
ties who wish to undertake a PhD program at Dea-
kin, referred to as a Higher Degree by Research
(HDR). The program is 10 weeks long and has the
following features: 1. Participants are given an Eng-
lish pre-test to determine eligibility for acceptance
into the program. This pre-test is administered by
the Deakin University English Language Institute
(DUELI). Participants who obtain a score within
0.5 points of the level required to enter a PhD pro-
gram at Deakin will be admitted in-
to the program.

The content of the ten week
program is as follows:

1. Intensive English language
training. This is delivered by DU-
ELI staff members who will visit
the center to teach. |

2. Research proposal writing
workshops. Theseare delivered by Deakin academic
staff at the center. At the end of the workshops,
each participants will have a research proposalthat
can be used to apply to a PhD program at Deakin.

3. Discussion about academic culture at Dea-
kin and life in Melbourne.

4. Advice and instruction about submlttmg an
application to Deakin.

5. Deakin will identify supervisors for each
qualified applicant.

DUELI administers a post-test at the end of
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the ten week program.

Participants who pass the test and complete
the program successfully can apply to Deakin and
receive a LoA (Letter of Acceptance).

Program costs are paid by Deakin: This in-
cludes travel of DUELI and academic staff mem-
bers to the program and their accommodation
(partner university in Indonesia may be asked to
provide local transportation to and from the airport
and between the hotel and the university), pre- and
post-tests, and English study materials.

The central feature of the program is Dea-
kin’s provision of appropriate training and prepara-
tion before staff members undertake study at Dea-
kin. '

At present, the Ministry of Religious Affairs
has launched a five year, 5,000 PhD initi-
atives. It is anticipated that some of the
participants in this initiative will study
overseas. One of the challenges in achiev-
ingthis goal will be to prepare staff mem-
bers to successfully undertake overseas
study at an advanced level. The pre-
departure program described above may
be a way to address these challenges.

academic quality. The general coverage of this col-
laboration should include the state of affiliation or
technical assistance, institutional research, scholar-
ship, and learning resources. |

Furthermore, various problems in aca-
demic affairs, institution, resources, and costs faced
by the university may be tackled through the collab-
oration of and among the universities or institution
both in and overseas. Based on its autonomy, every
institution of higher education have an authority to
state the purpose and develop their programs, then,
State Institute for Islamic Studies ‘Imam Bonjol’ of
Padang has developed collaboration among three
parties.

The program can be modified as re-
quired. For example, the following additions may
be considered as part of this specific collaboration:
1. If candidates are already qualified (for example,

they recently completed a master’s degree in an
English speaking country or achieve a high
enough score on the pre-test), they may apply to
Deakin without completing the program. They
may undertake additional English language train-
ing at Deakin once they are admitted to a PhD
program with a scholarship from the Ministry.

They may take a 10 week course at DUELI with-

out tuition fees (the Ministry will provide living
expenses).

2. The ten-week pre-departure program may also
be held in Melbourne in addition to Padang. For
example, the Ministry may have priority areas
and may wish to send staff in these fields who
pass the pre-test to Deakin for a ten week pro-
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gram. This might result in parallel ten week pro- -
grams, one in Melbourne and one in Padang.
Other options may be considered as required.
